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Doug Fir Timber Quick Facts 

 
There are 4 Grades of DF Timbers recognized by the Western lumber Grading Rules. 

 

•Select Structural • #1  • #2  • #3 

 

In regards to DF Timbers there are two types of applications to consider when the timber is graded:  Beams 
and Stringers vs. Posts 
 

 A Beam or Stringer is 2” wider or deeper than the thickness—ie: 6”x10” 
 A Post is used in the vertical application and is equal in thickness in width 
 or less than 2” in depth than thickness. 

 
Dependant on the type of timber being graded, characteristics are inspected with different  considerations 
as it relates to compression and tension and the beams’ structural capabilities. 
 

All DF Timbers display two types of characteristics: 
 Those that don’t change 
 Those that change during seasoning:  Checks, Shake, Split 

 
Note: Green DF allows 1/32” shrinkage per every 1” of width. 
 
An FOHC Timber is less prone to exhibit extreme changes such as check, cup, or twist, crook or bow. 

 
A Green Timber has exceptional performance characteristics in this market. 
 

Full Rough Sawn Timbers:  These are graded at the mill and maintain grade specifications for the quickest 
shipment that meets code.  Our source for these timbers provides a wane free product. 
 
Appearance Grade is in the eyes of the beholder. 

 
ReSawn Timbers: Typically, sizing a beam by removing 1/4” of fiber from 4 sides of the timber  provides a 
fresh clean face and often times makes the timber more compatible with common day hangers.  The ability 

to re-grade your timber after it has been resawn provides you and your customer with a quality product  
applicable to it’s called out specification.  Note: a timber cut at the jobsite can alter the grade, depending on 
the cut.
